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The Calvert-Turner Duo gave its first concert in 2003 and has performed in numerous venues across the UK to public acclaim. They have recently released their debut CD El Paño Moruno. The soundworld of the cello and harp duo knows no boundaries and this is a real inspiration to the duo. Rowena Calvert (cello) and Eleanor Turner (harp) share a taste for the new and inventive, a love of World music and a passion for performing.

In 2003 The Calvert-Turner Duo gave the UK Premiere of Ravi Shankar’s Sonata No.1 for Cello and Harp, written for the late cellist Mstislav Rostropovich, and were also pleased to perform the World Premiere of Benjamin Frankel’s Sonata Ebraica, Opus 7 for Cello and Harp, despite there being several decades since it was written! In 2004 the duo recorded Eleanor Turner’s own composition ‘I have no wish to say goodbye’, which was featured in a programme about the ancient Lyre of Ur on BBC World Service Radio.
Rowena Calvert (Cello) made her debut in the Queens Hall, Edinburgh, when only 12 years old. She was a National Finalist in the BBC Young Musicians 2002 and has also won the Jellineck Award, Busenhart Morgan-Evans Foundation from the Worshipful Company of Musicians, the Ian Flemming Charitable Trust Music Education Award and the Howarth Award for Cellists. Eleanor Turner (Harp) won second prize in the 2006 Wales International Harp Competition and in 2005 won a Philip and Dorothy Green Award for Young Concert Artists. Eleanor made her concerto debut at the age of 15 with the Academy of St. Martin in the Fields at the Queen Elizabeth Hall, London, under the baton of Daniel Harding, and in 2002 won the Royal Overseas League Annual Music Competition Award for Strings and Marisa Robles Harp Prize.
